Title:  Auténtico-Level 3

Major Goals/Objectives of Course:  A thorough review of all simple and compound verb tenses including present, past, imperfect, future, conditional, and subjunctive.  There will be an emphasis on writing and speaking with more descriptive language using authentic idiomatic expressions, more advanced vocabulary, and more complex structures.  Listening and speaking skills will be further developed.  Students will improve reading comprehension and be exposed to the culture and literature of the Spanish-speaking world.

Brief Description of Subject Content:  Students will master vocabulary and grammar points in context, i.e. by writing sentences, paragraphs and compositions; Students will also do oral presentations to improve fluency and pronunciation; Students will speak Spanish only; Students will also be expected to do sustained silent reading in class.

Homework Policy:

Day(s) Assigned: Monday through Friday and weekends

Time Required (Per Day/Week): Will vary from student to student and assignment; approximately 30-45 minutes.

Content/Format:  Reading, writing, preparing exercises or projects, studying, rehearsing for oral presentations.

Grading Policy: Daily work/homework-20%


Warm-ups, Quizzes/oral presentations-35%, Tests/projects-45%

Assessment:

Quizzes are given 2-3 times per week, tests at the end of a chapter or units, as well as a short project for each unit.  There will be at least two oral presentations every six weeks.

Assessment Format:  Short answer…Essay… Multiple-choice…Oral…Dictation…Listening Comprehension 

Classroom expectations:

1. Be seated and prepared when the bell rings.

2. Come to class prepared with materials:  charged laptop, pen/pencil, notebook, and handouts

3. No food, drinks, or gum in classroom.

4. Show respect for yourself, others and others’ property.

5. Remain seated in assigned seats unless given permission to move.

6. Actively participate in individual, partner and group assignments.

7. Pay attention and follow directions.

8. Stay on task as so not keep others from learning.

9. Students are expected to speak Spanish as much as possible
10. No electronic equipment (cell phones, ipods, cameras, etc) is to be used in the classroom.

Late Assignments: I have a zero tolerance policy for late work.  The due date is the only due date.   You however, may turn in work early for extra-credit.

Absences:  If you are absent, YOU, the student, are responsible for getting all notes and class work.   You are also responsible for all make-up work. Assignments must be turned in within the same number of days of your absence.  If absent when an assignment is due, but present when it was assigned, the assignment is due the day of your return.  For periods of excused-absences longer than 5 days, make special arrangements with the teacher.  Exams and/or quizzes may be made-up after school at a pre-arranged time and day with the teacher.  If you cut class you do not receive the privilege of turning in work or making up exams or quizzes.
